SUPERVISING PUBLIC HEALTH NURSE – CLASSIFICATION #740


This is a supervisory level public health nurse classification, .75 FTE (28 hours per week) fully benefited position.  Employees  in this classification perform a variety of public health nursing duties participating actively in program planning and representing public health nursing in planning groups at the state and local level concerned with nursing service and in-service education; provides highly skilled professional nursing in the designated area of specialty; i.e., communicable and chronic disease.  


Employees in this classification supervise employees in the Nurse practitioner, Public Health Nurse, Medical Assistant classifications and others, such as interns and volunteers may be assigned.  They oversee the day to day operation of clinical and field services in the Communicable and Chronic Disease program. This involves program planning, the ability to write the plans and supervision for the epidemiology, immunization, tuberculosis, and HIV case management. 

GENERAL QUALIFICATIONS


Knowledge of the practice of public health nursing; knowledge of and ability to utilize community health resources; ability to plan and evaluate assigned elements of health care programs, ability to function independently with minimum supervision; skill in identifying problems and in planning their solution; initiative and judgment in determining needs of community nursing services and to act with integrity; ability to maintain harmonious relationships with clients and staff.

Ability to write program proposals and provide strong clinical and program leadership.


Five years of current public health nursing experience preferred; two years of public health nursing supervisory experience; or any satisfactory equivalent combination of experience and training which demonstrates the ability to perform the work described.
